Come let us bow down in worship, let us kneel before the Lord our maker.  Ps. 95:6. 
 
Worship, in the verb form, means the paying of homage or respect, and in the religious world 
the term is used for the reverent devotion, service, or honor, whether in public or individual 
paid to God. 
 
Webster Dictionary lists the following 12 words as either similar words for worship or 
synonymous of worship:- Adore, Admire, Dote, Esteem, Exhault, Love, Magnify, Regard, 
Respect, Revere, Reverence or Venerate. 
 
Having read a lot about worship, let me then define worship as an attitude that manifest itself 
in action. 
 
TYPES OF WORSHIP 
 
1. True Worship (John 4:20-24) 

 
2. Vain Worship 

This Worship is the result of following traditions of men and ignoring the  commands of 
God.  Also when worship is not done from the heart. 
 

3. Ignorant Worship - Acts 17:22-23.   
This is worship offered in the absence of a knowledge of God’s will concerning who He is 
and how to be worshiped. 
 

4. Self Imposed Worship 
Referred to by Paul in Col 2:20-23, closely aligned with vain worship, is the result  of 
doing what we like and we think is good, but not taught by God in the word.  It should be 
evident, then that not just any kind of worship is acceptable to God but only One which is 
TRUE WORSHIP.    
 

Children of God, there are different types of worship, but only one is now acceptable to the 
Father.  We see that this worship is “in spirit and in truth”.  It is not the physical worship 
found in the O.T which was only a “shadow” of what was to come, but a spiritual worship 
which is the true substance of what God wants of us in worship. 

 
Brethren the Scripture tells us that God inhabits the praises of His people. 

 
True worship creates an environment that the presence of God Himself will inhabit, and when 
God truly comes into our worship, everything changes and miracle happens.

BIBLE STUDY 

TRINITY SEVEN 

SUNDAY, JULY 26TH, 2020. 

 
THEME: In The Name Of Jesus Christ 

SUB-THEME: Divine Nature of Christ (2) 

TOPIC: His Nativity 

TEXTS: Isaiah 7:14; Luke 2:1-18; Matt. 2:9-12 

AIMS: 

 

To identify the difference between the birth of Christ and human. 

 

Introduction: Beginning from the prophecy of Isaiah, the birth of a child by a virgin 

had been a mystery to generations. Not only was the child be born of a virgin, but he 

would be Immanuel, (God dwelling among His people). The visit of Angel Gabriel 

and the various happenings at His birth exposed a clear difference between the 

customary manner of human birth and that of 'God with man'. Today's studies will x-

ray some of these differences and the importance of Christ's birth to the whole world. 

 

Study Guide/Questions: 

1.  Based on today's texts, describe some of the uncommon things that differentiate 

Jesus' birth from human birth. 

2.  How can you differentiate the annunciation of Jesus Christ to Virgin Mary with 

that of human conception? Gen 4:1; 1Sam 1:19; Luke 1:30-34 

3.  How does the angel's visit to the shepherds (Luke 2:8-11) confirm the birth of the 

Messiah? Isa 9:6; Luke 1:41-44; John 12:34 

4.  The birth of Christ heralded joy and peace to the earth (Luke 2:8-14). Justify this 

with evidence from following Bible passages. 

  Lk. 4:18-19; Jn. 14:27; Rom 5:1; Eph 2:14. 

5.  From your personal understanding, how can you explain the phrase “life without 

Christ is in crisis” 

 

Conclusion: God fulfils all his promises to the world, the highest and greatest of 

which is Jesus Christ, born of a virgin for our redemption. Those who receive him 

have eternal peace and whoever rejects Him will end up with in eternal 

condemnation. 

 

Food For Thought: With Christ is peace, without Christ is crisis. 

 

Memory Verse: Isaiah 9:6 “For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son isgiven; and 

the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, 

Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace”.
